2007 Pinot Noir,
Akiko's Cuvée

Rating: 92 points | $54

Generous ripe plum and raspberry fruit is
front and center, supple and graceful.
Full-bodied, with good intensity and
balance, keeping its focus and ending
with a subtle, delicate aftertaste of plum
and rose petal. Drink now through 2016.
440 cases made. —J.L.
